We then visited the new exhibition "The Easter
Rising: Understanding 1916" at the National
Museum, Collins Barracks. The exhibition covers
the period 1913 to 1923 - its very well done -
visitors should allot more time to it than they might
initially imagine!

Finally, good weather permitted us to visit the War
Memorial Gardens at Islandbridge. Dedicated to
the almost 50,000 Irish soldiers who were killed in
the first WWIL Once again this, largely unheralded,
site is very well worth while visiting. Being the 90th
anniversary of the Battle of the Somme, (1% July),
this visit was a very meaningful. If you haven't been
there 2006 would a good time to do so.

On I** March [ast. at a ceremaony in the Governor's House, Millmount, a button from Drummer Keany's uniform was
presented to the Museum. The presentation was made by Mrs. Ann Farrelly, Kells, on behalf of her mother, Mrs.
Georgina Sherlock, whao died recently aged 103. At the age of 3 she asked Drummer Kenny for & button from his uniform.
It is that buttan that can now be seen in the Museum. Thanks to DS Member Mr. Ted Breene, through who's good offices
this presentation was made possible and to Mrs. Farrelly & family. Chairman Pat Hanratty accepted on behalf of the
Society. Drogheda man Drum Major William Kenny, V.C.. 2 Bttn. Gordon Highlanders, was awarded the V.C. ... for
conspicunus bravery on 23™ Oct. 1914 near Ypres, in rescuing wounded men on five oceasions under heavy fire,
in the most fearless manner ..."

[In St. Patrick's Day, 1915, he was presented with Freedom of the Borough of Drogheda. (See James Garry article - 008
Journal no. 5).
